In the framework of the SuS_AGRI project, on October 4, 2024, Roskovec Municipality hosted the “Workshop on Innovative Methods to Contrast the Climate Change Impacts in the Agriculture Sector,” officially opened by Mayor Majlinda Bufi.
The workshop, part of the SuS_AGRI project, brought together a wide range of stakeholders, including public institutions, experts, policymakers, project partners from SuSAGRI, and research institutes within the program area a to address the pressing issue of climate change in agriculture.  Greeting remarks were delivered by distinguished representatives from the Ministry of Agriculture and regional organizations. The event featured multiple sessions. The first two sessions concluded, focusing on the challenges posed by climate change to agriculture and innovative practices for climate change mitigation. Experts shared insights into sustainable practices, the role of renewable energy, and collaborative efforts to protect agricultural heritage aiming to strengthen the basic knowledge of producers in the Southern Adriatic area on agricultural practices to mitigate the effects of global warming. During the third session the participants were engaged in a group exercise, where they collaboratively identified specific climate change mitigation actions. The workshop concluded with discussions that set the stage for productive exchanges and promising initiatives aimed at safeguarding agriculture in the face of climate challenges aiming the integration of these initiatives into long-term climate resilience strategies. The purpose of the workshop was achieved by doing an analysis of the main risks to which the territory of Roskovec municipality is exposed, but also by presented the findings of several recent scientific studies.
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
